Information sheet for joining Scrabble® networks on Facebook

Step 1: Joining Facebook

Type www.facebook.com into the address bar of your internet browser and hit enter.
You will be taken to the Facebook login screen. If you are a first time user, you will need to create a new account by filling in your details in the spaces provided. Make sure you enter all the details requested on this page and include a valid email address and password that you will remember. Go through the introductory steps by filling in certain other personal details, or skip to the end. 
Facebook is known as a social-networking site, which means you can share personal details, photos, websites, games, etc with people all around the world. Within Facebook, there are many networks (large numbers of people, usually geographically aligned) and groups (smaller numbers of people, aligned by interests). You may choose to be a member of a few or many. Usually, most people are a member of one or two networks, but several (or many) groups.

When you reach your personal homepage, you can choose to upload a photo of yourself, provide more personal details and adjust your privacy settings. It is highly recommended to make your profile private if you are displaying any information or photos that you may only want your close friends to view. 

Step 2: Joining the Australia network
To join our Scrabble® group on Facebook, you must first be a member of the Australia network. 

At any time while you are logged into Facebook, move your mouse above “settings” at the top of the page (and choose “account settings” from the menu that appears). You will be taken to a new page with some headings/tabs, one of which is called Networks - click on the “Networks”. Type Australia in the box on the right. When the full word Australia appears, hit the Enter key and then click the JOIN button. 

Step 3: Joining the Sydney Online Scrabble Group
In the search box that appears at the top of your Facebook page, type in Sydney online scrabble. This will give a list of search results with the relevant group listed near, or at the top. Click on the link to take you to the group page. If you have already joined the Australia network, you should be able to join the group by clicking on the Join group option on the right hand side of the group page.
Step 4: Playing Scrabble® on Facebook
If you would like to start playing Scrabble® on Facebook, type in Scrabble® Worldwide in the search box at the top of the page. It should appear near the top of the list of search results next to a little red square with a Scrabble® tile and the letter S on it. Click ‘view application’. Then click ‘go to application’, allow the programme to access your profile information and you’re away. You may need to update your Flash player or Internet browser if the application doesn’t work.
